Making Pancakes

b. Order the steps.
1) Sieve the flour into a bowl.

2) Make a hole in the middle of the flour so that you can see the bottom of the bowl

3) Crack the eggs into a small bowl and then whisk the eggs with a fork. This is called a well.

4) Pour the eggs into the well then stir the eggs with a fork and watch the flour fall into the egg.
5) Mix in the melted butter, cover and leave to stand for about 15 minutes
6) Once the egg mixture is quite thick, whisk in the milk and watch the flour fall gradually into the batter mixture.

7) Heat a frying pan over a medium heat and add 1 tsp oil and a little of the butter.

8) Spoon a ladleful of the batter into the pan and then carefully move the pan around so that the mixture covers the base of the pan.

9) Cook for a couple of minutes, then flip the pancake with a spatula. Cook for another minute then toss it for fun.
